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	The Colorado legislature has finished business for another year but my work continues through the summer.  COAHPERD is part of a network of organizations to assist with the implementation of HB 1069.  The group is preparing a question and answer sheet, planning bill explanation documents and brainstorming other ideas to “get the word out” about the physical activity law.  I will be sharing this information with you during the summer months.
	Most of the other bills being tracked this year were either signed by the Governor or postponed indefinitely.  Here is the list:
HB 1201 (streamlining teacher licensing) signed by our Governor
HB 1254 (anti-bulling in schools) signed by our Governor
HB 1270 (parents convert low performing schools) PI
HB 1126 (improve parent involvement in schools) signed by our Governor
SB 36 (mountain bicycle risk) PI
SB 80 (school improvement planning) PI
SB 40 (youth sport concussion procedures) signed by our Governor
