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Purpose:
The purpose of this session is to use video to enhance or supplement your lesson by maximizing your planning time and your teaching time.  We will go through several ways that you can capture video, how to get that video on to your computer, and how to use it in your lesson.

Capturing Video:
	Capturing video is going to be the easiest part of this process.  This is one thing that technology has gotten very easy at.  You can use your cell phone, digital camera, digital camcorder, or computer to capture video.  The most important thing to think about when you’re capturing video is time.  The more time that you have on each video clip, the harder it is to work with.  For the purpose of this session you are going to want to keep your videos to about 10 seconds.   10 seconds is going to be plenty of time when I show you how to use it.  
	Another thing that you want to think about is making sure that the camera is still.  Sound won’t play a huge role because you will have your computer on mute when you show it.  If the camera is moving all over the place it will be hard to follow what is going on.

Transferring Video to your Computer:
	This process is going to be a little more difficult.  The reason for the difficultness is that every device used to take video has a different way of transferring data.  For example, if you take a video on your phone you will probably need the specific cord that came with your phone to plug it into your computer, same thing with a digital camera and camcorder.  Now some of them use USB technology which is great because it is “Universal”, but even my phone has a USB port, but needs the HTC cord to transfer data.  So the tricky part is to get your device to “talk” to your computer.  Once you have that done it should be fairly harmless.
	Next, you will have to locate the file that the video is stored in.  Most cameras and phones use a file “DCIM” or “Video”.  Once you have located this file you should be able to see a list of your videos that you have shot.  Check out this link if you need to learn more on video files (http://gizmodo.com/5093670/giz-explains-every-video-format-you-need-to-know).  Once you have found the video you shot, drag and drop, or copy your file onto the desktop.  If you need more help with this, Google your device and how to transfer video.  There are lots of resources out there to help you with your specific devise.  

Converting Video:
	This is another area that is going to be specific to your device.  Most cell phones will record video in a .3gp file.  This is recognized by Quick Time.  Quick Time is a video player developed by apple and is free to anyone that wants to download it.  If you have a Windows based phone, it will probably record in a .wmv file.  This would have to be converted in order to use it with Quick Time.  The nice thing is that there is a converter for every type of file.  If you go to www.dvdvideosoft.com you will be able to find converters.  If you can’t find your file type on there you can always Google “free convertors for ‘file type’”.  There is tons of freeware out there to get your video file in the right format.  Once you have the right file format you should be able to view it in Quick Time.  Some cameras might come with a transfer software disk.  This disk will allow your computer to “talk” to your device and get the files that you need on your computer.  

Showing Video:
	   There are different video players out there for showing your video.  If you are working off a computer that has Windows, then you have Windows Video Player.  If you are working off of a Mac, then you have Quick Time.  Quick Time is what you are going to want for what I am going to show you.  If you are running Windows, then all you have to do is download Quick Time.  Use the link above and get Quick Time on your computer.  If you have iTunes on your computer than you already have Quick Time.  The reason that Quick Time is so much better is because you can run multiple videos at the same time.  The problem with Quick Time, and Windows Video Player, is that they will only show certain types of video files.  Make sure that you have converted them in the steps above. 

Turning your Video Clips into a Movie:
	Windows Movie Maker and iMovie are two really great programs to use to turn your video clips into a movie.  This will allow you to put skills together or maybe even come up with a quick exercise video that the kids can do when they enter the class.  You might want to take a class on one of these programs so that you can get the most out of it.  Other than that both of these programs are pretty self explanatory and have great help menus!
