CoAHPERD lobbyist agreement (contract)


This lobbyist agreement sets forth the terms of the contract for lobbying between Rick Metz here in after called the lobbyist and CoAHPERD (Colorado Association for Physical Education Recreation and Dance) here in after called the client.


The lobbyist agrees to provide the client legislative strategy and lobbying services that include the following:

· Proposed political strategy

· Review pending legislation

· Assist the client in developing positions on legislation
· Track legislation through committees and floor action 

· Articulate the client’s position to members of the Colorado General Assembly

· Provide documentation which will support the client’s position

· Find sponsors for client’s proposed legislation

The lobbyist agrees that during the session he will communicate with the client’s presidents and executive director as needed by holding personal meetings, email and or telephone conversations.  The lobbyist agrees to make presentations to and communicate with the client’s executive board.  Additional duties are listed in the lobbyist operating code included with this document.  The client agrees to retain this lobbyist, Rick Metz, for the fee of $8500 dollars.  The payment schedule will be determined by the lobbyist, COAHPERD presidents and Executive Director.  The client agrees to designate the CoAHPERD leadership specifically the president and any others appointed by the president as the lobbyist contact people for regular reporting purposed.

The lobbyist will be evaluated by CoAHPERD’s presidents and the Executive Director prior to renewal of this contract. 

The signature of the parties on the appropriate lines indicated their intent to be bound by this lobbyist agreement. 

*The parking allotment will be examined yearly by the lobbyist. A parking allotment request will be submitted to the CoAHPERD presidents and Executive Director prior to the contract.

The lobbyist shall be the advocate for CoAHPERD issues. The lobbyist shall be contracted for $8500 dollars. 
Duties:

9. Attend CoAHPERD executive board meetings ( 4 out of 5= good standing)
10. Continue the network connection with supportive groups (AHA, CCC, MDHWC, CHF, Kaiser etc).

11. Assist with CoAHPERD projects, workshops and conventions if requested
12. Organize email contacts with (CoAHPERD) grassroots network for promoting CoAHPERD position to legislators.
13. Collaborate with AHA staff to maximize advocacy efforts for each organization.

14. Write answers to member questions in each journal
